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Peter Speed who is the Chief Executive of Crewe
YMCA told Sue about a guy (an atheist) on his Alpha
course.

This man is a "third line customer service" person for
Siemens. That means that when someone rings up with
a faulty appliance, they speak to the "first line" who ex-
plains where the "on" switch is on their appliance. If that
doesn®work, they go to the second line, who go
through all the more technical bits. If there is still no

success, they go through to the third line, which is this
guy. So he gets calls put through about products that are really broken and of-
ten beyond repair.

He said to Peter that he is dealing all day with looking at and talking about bro-
ken Siemens products and, so that he doesn®start to think that all Siemens
products are rubbish, every day he leaves his office and walks around the Sie-
mens showroom, where everything is shiny and works properly, so that he can
remind himself that Siemens is a good product and 99% of it is OK.

The moral of this story is that sometimes we have to get up and walk around
the showroom.

What's the showroom? Well | suppose it could be anywhere. Take a
Church..... I’'m always intrigued by the fact that the people who are most nega-
tive about a Church are generally the people who've been there longest. What
was it that people say— “Familiarity breeds contempt!” which of course
means that the more you know something or someone, the more you start to
find faults and dislike things about it or them. You spend so much time seeing
all the bad bits that you begin not to be able to see the good.

I've been there myself. My family know that at times in the past I've sat in the
kitchen after a difficult service and moaned about this and that. You stop see-
ing the good.

A long time member of the congregation spoke to me a couple of weeks ago
and said that they had been away for the weekend and had dropped into a
beautiful little Church in the village they were visiting. They got a warm wel-
come, but the service itself and the Vicar made them appreciate the Church
they had.

Sometimes you need to take a look at the other products around in other
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showrooms to realise how good is your product!! And actually our Church is
pretty good.

In my Bible reading I recently came across that rather disturbing passage in
Mark 3:21 which says, “When his family heard about this, they went to take
charge of him, for they said, “He is out of his mind.” You can understand their
concern. He was Jesus, son, brother, friend, not Jesus the Messiah. He was
putting himself in a position where the authorities were bound to take action,
the family were trying to protect him. They couldn’t see the Messianic qualities
because they saw Jesus the man.

When we look towards Easter, perspective is really important. Are you more of
a Good Friday person or an Easter Sunday sort of person? Do you see the
man Jesus crucified and broken, or do you see the God Jesus, resurrected and
perfect?

When putting Jesus Christ Superstar on the stage, Tim Rice and Andrew Lloyd
Webber stopped at the crucifixion, preferring to focus on the tragedy, but if you
do that you never understand how good the heavenly product, that is salvation,
can be.

Churches often reflect this same tension. Some are caught up in the tragedy
and brokenness of the cross. Roman Catholic imagery often focuses on this.
The stations of the cross which adorn the walls of RC Churches remind us of
the brokenness of God. Often RC crosses leave Jesus there (as regrettably
does the cross above our pulpit!). But the point of the cross is that he’s not
there. What was broken is mended, what was lost is found, where there was
separation and alienation there is healing. Jesus is risen.

The showroom that is our Church needs to reflect that. As people walk in at
Easter (and pray that hundreds do walk in) they need to be met by the imagery
and the people who live by the power of the resurrection. When you look into
the face of the stranger they need to see that you believe in the product of God,
which is the salvation of mankind, not that you haven't quite worked it out but
that you know Jesus died. We need resurrection joy in all our churches.

That guy from Siemens needed to get a new perspective. His product was
great. Ok perhaps he had to deal with a few problems, but fundamentally the
product was good. So it is with the Church. The product is great, we may have
a few problems in Churches, but we have a great product to sell — the assur-
ance of salvation for ever, life with Jesus in heaven.

We walk in the power of the Christ who is risen from the dead, we rejoice in that
resurrection, Jesus is alive and we will be with him forever. Hallelujah!

Many of you will share the concern that lots of people have about the young peo-
ple who gather around the town. Drink seems to become an ever increasing
problem (although frequently the real problem is with the adults who treat alcohol
in such a cavalier way), drugs are an ever present fear, and petty vandalism is a
recurrent theme. It becomes harder and harder to grow up in a society which
teaches our kids so many bad habits.

We want to make a difference. Not to be judgemental but to be a friend in need.
This is a modern interpretation of the Good Samaritan. Our young people don't
need us to walk by or to judge what they’re doing, they just need us to be there to
help pick them up when they fall down.

Following a meeting at Middlewich High School we have started examining
whether the five churches in the town might be able to begin a Street Pastors
scheme. A committee including Church leaders, community leaders, teachers,
and the Community Action team have really given their support.

Street Pastors have been very successful in other parts of the country. It works
by getting interested volunteers who will be prepared to give up one night each
month to walk around, talk to young people, help where it's needed and create a
positive atmosphere in potential flashpoints. Training is given, support is pro-
vided and conversation goes on between police and volunteers.

We envisage the project working in Middlewich by having volunteers based at
Number 28 going out together in the distinctive blue jackets every Friday and
Saturday throughout the year between 7pm and 12 midnight.

At this stage we would like to hear of anyone who would be interested in learning
more about being part of the team. Can you call or e mail lan to express interest.
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We are also hoping to book the African Children’s Choir in the early autumn.

We are aware that a number of our congregation sing with other choral societies
and if you'd like to bring them along then speak to lan and we’ll try and fit them
in. We would love to see the place used as a regular concert venue.

Please do support these events—if the venue becomes a success it will open up
even more opportunities.
