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One of the most influential books of 2008 was “The
Shack” by Wm Paul Young. Itis a delightful and chal-
lenging read which if you've ever struggled with the
guestion “Why does God allow suffering?” is an abso-
lute must for you.

It isn’t often that a book makes me cry, but this one did.
It got under my skin and made me really think through
what | actually believe about God, not the trite state-
ments we actually say, but what we believe about God

in the dark moments.

This is such an important question, because there will be times in all our lives
when we can'’t help but ask the question “Why did God allow this?” In my ex-
perience when people really ask that question they can answer in two ways.
Either a) “I don’t know, but | know God still loves me! or b) | don’t know and so
God either can't exist or he’s punishing me.

| was reading the book thinking about a lady who lives in Middlewich. She
rarely comes to Church but she is an absolutely delightful lady who | really ad-
mire. In recent months she has lost her husband, parents and perhaps most
tragically her grandson. Some of you will probably know her. | can only imag-
ine the questions she would like to throw at God, surely she has every right to
be angry and bitter? Yet, whatever privately she may be thinking, she has
been dignified, strong and courageous for her family. She perhaps does
blame God, | don’t know, but in all the times | have spoken to her she has
never been anything other than grateful and charming to me. She makes me
cry because you so want to help her with the pain and you feel helpless to do
so. | hope she knows that through all this pain, Jesus still loves her.

What the book has helped me to see again with fresh eyes is the love of God.

| hope you all had a delightful and joyful Christmas. | wonder if there were
also some difficult times in your house over Christmas. Perhaps there were
harsh words, angry words, criticism and rejection? | hope not, but I'm sure
there were in some. Families perhaps give us a microcosm of the whole of so-
ciety. Amidst all the good we see, there is also an awful lot of bad. Selfish-
ness and greed, violence and hatred. And much of the focus is on God the
Father just as in the family the focus of the children’s wrath is their parents.

In the book “The Shack” there is a moment when Mack (the central character)
is asked whether he loves his kids. He answers, “of course.” He is then asked
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which of his kids he loves most. His answer is terrific.

“Well each one of my children is unique. And that uniqueness and special per-
sonhood calls out a unique response from me. | remember after Jon, my first,
was born. | was so captivated by the wonder of who this little life was that | ac-
tually worried about whether | would have anything left to love a second child.
But when Tyler came along, it was as if he brought with him a special gift for
me, a whole new capacity to love him specially.”

He’s then pressed on this. He’s asked about the times they don’'t behave, or
they make bad choices, or are just belligerent and rude. Does that affect your
love for them?

“It doesn’t really. | admit that is does affect me and sometimes | get embar-
rassed or angry, but even when they act badly, they are still my son or my
daughter and they will be forever. What they do might affect my pride, but not
my love for them.”

That's what real love is. And of course what God feels for us.

Knowing that is the only starting place to answer the question, “Why does God
allow suffering.” Because otherwise you inevitably jump to the conclusion that
when tragedy hits, God is a fiend for letting it happen.

Bad things happen to good people, but it doesn’t mean God is therefore the
one to blame. We know that isn’t true because we know that he loved us so
much to send Jesus.

Any good parent would be prepared to sacrifice everything to save their chil-
dren. That is exactly what God has done in Jesus, he has taken the punish-
ment for us and opened the gates of heaven, that we can go in.

Lent starts at the end of the month. It is a time of reflection. A time to get be-
hind who you are, what you believe, what you actually think about God. Years
ago that 40 day period up to Easter was crucial to the spiritual well being of the
saints. Easter meant so much more because of the time of preparation. You
could do a lot worse than use “The Shack” as a lent book to read. It will make
you think. Too often our faith is not thought through, we spend our lives pad-
dling in the rock pools of faith when God wants us to dive right in and swim.

That's why I'm suggesting everyone who hasn’t read the book does so as their
Lent read. It will really take you deeper into the nature of God. This Lent—go a
bit deeper. Dare to ask the difficult questions. But do so, knowing that the
starting point is this—God loves you.

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Over the next few weeks you may hear about GAP! GAP stands for Growth
Action Planning. This new Diocesan initiative will affect all the parishes in our
Diocese. Essentially it means that we are required to plan how we will see
growth in our Churches. Whilst it is a paper exercise, the initiative is intended
to make us think about mission and the importance of sharing our faith and
getting more people into Church—and then go out and make it happen! | sus-
pect that for Middlewich and Byley this comes at an opportune moment.

Firstly | think we’ve probably taken our eyes off the need for evangelism a bit
and become pre-occupied with building projects and worship issues. Whereas
Jesus priority was always “Go”. And secondly we have a year and a half
ahead where lots of mission opportunities are going to present themselves.

We will use the GAP process and pray that by summer 2010 we are a whole
lot bigger than we are now. There is a massive group of people in our towns
and villages who never give God a second thought and I think that is very sad.
| love Church, and | think others would as well if they gave it a chance.

I've heard it said several times over the years by people—"the Church never
called!”” Now what they often mean by that is that the Vicar didn’t call!

Clearly there are two problems with this.

a) The Vicar isn't the Church

b) It de-values the amazing work done by countless wonderful people who
unselfishly visit the sick and housebound.

We have two officially recognised Pastoral Workers at St Michael's Sylvia
Bosomworth and Elaine Reynolds. Both bring training and experience to their
role and are fantastic. They get involved with home visiting, home commun-
lons, baptism and bereavement visiting and care and a whole lot more. But
then we have another large group of people who go out doing bits and pieces
for people when needed. Not to mention those who take regular services in all
the local nursing homes, engage in hospital visiting and listening to a raft of
troubled people who come our way. | now consider our pastoral network to be
a model of care and concern. Join in by speaking to Sylvia or Elaine.

The Vicar’s role has largely changed from the doer to the enabler and this
does take time for people to understand. It doesn’'t mean that | don'’t care, it
means that we are building an amazing structure of care to show the love of
Christ to more and more
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Heating

The planned heating repairs have revealed a much deeper problem. In late
January we employed Mellor and Mottram to carry out emergency repairs to
cure a leak that we discovered at the time the dais went in.

Unfortunately when they arrived Mellor and Mottram advised us that the prob-
lem of leakage from the pipes is much more extensive than we first thought.
There are leaks along the length of the pipes which go through an access tun-
nel under the chancel. The nave pipes were not inspected but M&M have
suggested that there are likely to be other leaks that we simply haven't discov-
ered. The problem is simply the age of the current system parts of which are
probably 120 years old!

We are currently taking advice from various sources as to what we should do.
The problem is not dangerous at present because the leaks are simply drain-
ing away in to the earth beneath the Church but clearly we need to get the
problem sorted. The informal advice from M&M is that we should seriously
consider under floor heating for the Church even though this would be expen-
sive to put in. A sub group of lan, Mike Reed (PCC Chairman), Paul Hassall
and Steve Bailey are taking advice and will put a proposal to the PCC asap.

In the meantime the dais will not be carpeted in case we need access to the
pipes urgently.

Organ

We continue to press on with discussions about the Church building and how
we can adapt it successfully. The PCC established a small working group to
advise on the future of the organ. Stewart Prentice, Paul Morley, Anne Hardy
and Christine Hamill-Stewart are reviewing the various reports that have been
gathered on the organ and will be advising the PCC very soon.

Lady Chapel Handrail

We have also made progress towards putting in a hand rail to the door by the
Lady Chapel. A design was submitted to the PCC and has been sent back for
slight modification. We hope that it will be formally agreed at the next meeting.
We will need to apply for a faculty but it is hoped that this will be a formality.
