Their efforts are ready for you to judge for yourselves 
 
Moses the Panto comes to Byley Village Hall starting on Wednesday 24th Febru-
ary and running through to Saturday 28th.  Don’t miss it. 
 
Ian plays the bad guy (again!!) - his character Pharoah drips with evil intent 
Lorraine Reed gets to play his equally sinister wife 
Paul Hooper plays our hero Moses who has to learn God’s will for his life and find 
the courage to go God’s way. 
Carl Birkenhead plays his spokesman Aaron. 
Richard Stead is Pharoah’s sidekick the Grand Vizier—every bit the villain. 
 
And there are a host of other panto characters—Jeremy Coles and Andrew Wil-
son as a midwives are a sight to behold! And Ian Jeffery and Margaret English 
have fantastic cameo’s as the Queen Mother’s.  
 
It’s an all age production for the whole family so make sure you’re there. 
 
But through the fun the familiar story of the exodus takes shape and the faithful-
ness of God bringing the people out of Egypt is the underlying message. 
 
Do come.  You’ll be so sorry if you miss it! 
 
The show takes place at Byley Village Hall.  Tickets are available from John Eng-
lish on the number on the front of this magazine. 
 
Gill Stanning who has written the panto and produced the show has captured the 
joys and sorrows of the story and has managed to (mostly) stay true to the bibli-
cal events.  Many of the characters come straight out of the pages of the Bible so 
we hope to educate as well as entertain. 
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The awfulness of the Haiti earthquake reminded us all of 
the immense power of the natural world.  In a moment 
150000 people, many of whom no doubt confidently ex-
pected to carry on their natural lives for many years 
were dead.  The fragility of life is all too obvious.   
 
In  youth we expect to go on forever, as the years role 
by we become more aware of our mortality until such 
time that our age or infirmity brings us face to face with 
the uncomfortable truth that life will soon be over.  And 
suddenly our precious lives seem very short. 
 
Which without the knowledge of eternal life with Christ would be the most awful 
prospect.  One of the key reasons given for the national decline in Church atten-
dance is that we have become immune from the knowledge of our mortality.  
People are less interested in what will happen after they die, because they be-
lieve medical science will prolong their lives for as long as they need.  Why pre-
pare for eternity, when there is still so much of life to be lived? 
 
For me that is irresponsible.  Like going through your working life, ignoring the 
need to provide a pension. 
 
I’m told less people make Wills than they used too.  The main reason being that 
people don’t want to face the prospect of their mortality. 
 
The panto is coming up in February (don’t miss it!) and the story of Moses and 
the Israelite slaves in Egypt has again come up.  A few years ago we went as a 
family to Luxor in Egypt (ancient Thebes).  It was an amazing holiday where we 
visited the great Temples of Luxor and Karnak and the Valleys of the Kings and 
Queens and saw the amazing treasures the ancient Egyptians.   
 
One of the things that strikes you is the extraordinary lengths that the Egyptian 
nobility went to in preparing for death.  No doubt many of the Israelite slaves 
died simply making sure that the current Pharoah’s pyramid or sarcophagus was 
greater or bigger or more elaborate than the last.  They were buried with slaves 
and lavish goods to sustain them in the afterlife.  They created stories and myths 
about boats transporting the dead, to explain the great mystery of death and to 
reassure themselves that all would be well when they died. 
 
As a society where death was an ever present danger, where flood or famine or 
disease were always evident, and where to live past 45 was considered old, you 
almost certainly do find yourself thinking about death a great deal.

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We don’t do that.  Our dead are whisked away in sanitised circumstances, our 
children rarely see the dead these days.  We talk about how people have gone 
to sleep, or gone to be with Grandad, but we don’t talk about dying.  I was with 
a family mourning their father.  The daughter, probably in her mid forties admit-
ted it was the first funeral she had ever attended.   
 
And I think we have lost something precious in all this.  We have lost the con-
text of the life in which we live.  The context is this, we are born with a purpose, 
to discover the love of the God who created us.  We are to live lives which hon-
our and reflect his love, and then when we die we will receive our inheritance. 
 
It isn’t an empty hope, the fact that Jesus died and rose again, assures us that 
we too will be with him.  That was what he promised in John 11 in his assur-
ances to Martha, “I am the resurrection and the life.  He who believes in me will 
live, even though he dies, and whoever lives and believes in me will never 
die.” (John 11:25,26).  And then to demonstrate this, he brought Martha’s 
brother Lazarus back to life. 
 
Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, 17th February.  During the service we take 
people back to the basic facts of life.  As we anoint people with Ash we use the 
words, “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.  Turn away 
from sin and be faithful to Christ.”  The reminder that we are passing through 
this world does have the effect of putting life in context.  Jesus said Why do you 
worry….. And why do we?  Death, as St Paul reminded us, is swallowed up in 
victory. 
 
Perhaps if we could learn to see death as victory then the terrible tragedies we 
witness would, perhaps, seem less so.  The accusation has again been thrown 
at the believing community in the light of the Haiti earthquake, “How can you 
believe in a God of love, who would let this happen?”  And I absolutely under-
stand the emotion in such a statement, no one would inflict such suffering.  But 
God’s view of the world and life and death is utterly different to our own.  We 
shouldn’t be guilty of judging God by mankind’s values.  Death, and victory over 
that death, becomes, from his perspective a glorious thing, not a terrible thing. 
 
We see death as a failure of life, God sees death as a victory from life. 
 
We may be sad at the departure of those we love, he rejoices when they arrive 
in the Kingdom of Heaven.  Our earthly life may begin and end with our body 
being basic earthly elements like dust, it ends, for believers at least, with our 
DNA being changed to that of Jesus.  With our place in our heavenly home as-
sured. 
 
This Lent, why not reflect on your own mortality a bit.  Morbid …. Perhaps, but it 
should perhaps help you to get life in perspective 
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Each night will be very dif-
ferent so we hope you will 
plan to come to most if not every evening. 
 
Each night there will be music performed.  Then there will 
also be an interview with someone with a story.  Henry 
Olonga was a test cricketer who had to flee for his life when 
he opposed the Mugabe regime in Zimbabwe.  He will come 
and sing as well.   
 
Robin Oake’s son was killed whilst 
on duty as a PC in Manchester and 

he will speak about forgiveness.   
 

Fiona Castle had to watch 
her wonderful husband Roy 
fight a very public battle 
with Cancer and then have 
to deal with the grief of loss. 
 
David Hamilton was a killer 
who has had to deal with 
his past and find forgive-

ness.  Music will be folk one night, Gospel the next, Light Opera the next and 
Acoustic guitar the next.  Something for all. 
 
Roger Carswell will host each evening and then speak 

about the Gospel in the light of the 
subject of the evening.  Come to 
all four nights, and even the youth 
night on the Sunday and you will 
be blessed.  Even better bring peo-
ple every night they will have fasci-
nating and potentially life changing 
evenings.  Don’t miss a thing.

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Recently published research dispels the myth that goldfish have a tiny memory 
span.  However, there seems to be growing evidence to show that the memory of 
the average human is very much heading that way.  If we assume that the 23 
unique visitors to the church’s website on Christmas Day all wanted to know the 
time of the special service, then the seventy seven visits between them clearly dem-
onstrate they kept forgetting. 
 
Interestingly, Christmas Eve was the busiest day ever on the site with 60 visitors 
viewing a combined total of 248 pages.  All this helped to make December the best 
month, exceeding 500 unique visitors and 1000 visits for the first time.  Our normal 
monthly average, which is steadily rising, has reached 460 and 890 respectively. 
 
So what value can be put on a church website?  Not in monetary terms of course, 
but in utility, an economist’s phrase.  Many people consider a church website to be 
an advertising hording designed to catch the attention of the casual passers by.  
Something that shouts out “we’re here, come on in.” And they wouldn’t be wrong, 
and it wouldn’t necessarily be a bad thing if that’s all it did.  But a church website 
should also be more than just an on-line glossy brochure.  It should serve its con-
gregation as an up-to-the-minute notice board, a single source that has everything 
from the time of the next PCC meeting to who’s doing the coffee on Sunday.  A re-
cord of all the activities and groups within a church is only half the story.  The other 
half is the human element, who, when and where. 
 
If you were to browse many church websites you would find a complete mix of 
styles, some very good, some pretty bad.  But without doubt, a good looking website 
that is months out of date is about as useful as a chocolate teapot.  Information al-
ways needs to be current.  Our website for St Michael’s contains a lot of information, 
most of it just a single click away from the front screen, and a lot of people are ac-
cessing it more and more as the figures demonstrate.  So, if you’re involved in the 
leadership of a group or activity have an occasional check on what’s written about it 
and if it needs changing please put it in an email to me.  I’m also happy to receive 
digital photographs, either as a one-off to illustrate an item or in larger numbers to 
make up a gallery. 
 
Finally, if all this has been totally double-dutch to you and you’ve never ever seen a 
website make sure you invite yourself round to someone’s for a coffee where they 
can show you what it looks like.  You’d be amazed by what you’ll see and we’ll have 
you blogging in no time. 
 
Now, whoever’s on coffee, remember I have three sugars and just a splash of milk.

We have had a hard winter so far and it has highlighted the vulnerability of many in 
our congregation.  We want everyone to know that we will do what we can if needs 
arise.  Don’t be embarrassed to call Ian (01606 833124) or Sylvia Bosomworth on  
(737338) or Elaine Reynolds on (832596).  If we can’t help we may know someone 
who can.  Once Number 28 is fully open we hope to have an emergency facility. 
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It is now six years since we launched our Cell Church commitment and set up a 
number of Cell Groups. Many of the people who have met regularly in the Cell 
groups during this time have found it a valuable and rewarding experience. But, 
during the six years, other important church activities have been started, and 
more are expected with the opening of our new facility at Number 28. So we re-
alise that, with these increasing pressures, we cannot operate exactly as the 
Cell Church initiative was expected to do. 
 
So we are planning to start Home Groups  to replace the Cell Groups, operating 
in a slightly different way from before. We are restricting the times during the 
week, when they will operate, in order to avoid clashes with our other activities.
