Time for a good holiday I think!  There is something 
great about the anticipation of going on holiday, like get-
ting a present.  Of course the reality isn’t always so 
great.  For example I can’t bear packing and unpacking, 
travel can be gruelling (especially if the planes aren’t fly-
ing for some reason) when you get to your destination 
your hotel/cottage may not look quite as idyllic as the 
brochure suggested, and then the weather can just spoil 
everything.  Might just as well stay home!! 
 
No, no, no.  That’s not the attitude. 
 
Every now and again you have to do something different, get a change of scene, 
try something different, acquire a new skill, experience something new otherwise 
your vision gets stuck with what you know. 
 
I think holidays do four things 
 
1. They give a new perspective  
2. They make you appreciate home 
3. They offer refreshment even if not rest 
4. They give you a chance to reassess your own values 
 
Let’s take those in order.  Firstly I’m always most sad when I take a funeral of 
someone and I ask the usual questions and the feedback is.  He never really 
went out, she never went on holiday, she had no interests, he was just a quiet 
person, he didn’t have many friends and so on.   Life is so short you do want to 
make the most of it that you can.  The world is fabulous and vibrant and exciting 
and so varied.  The people throughout the world are fascinating often so differ-
ent from me, the languages, the weather, the buildings, the sights and smells all 
so full of colour and interest.  Who wouldn’t want to go and see for themselves?  
You might like to consider going to see Azariah’s work in India with the Church 
next year?   The meeting about it is on Wednesday 1st July at 7.30 pm in 
Church.  In other words get that new perspective, see the world through an-
other’s eyes. 
 
Secondly going away, even if it’s only a caravan on the Welsh coast, is an alien 
environment.  By which I mean that we have to do things differently.  Often lan-
guage is different, culture and customs are strange.  This can make you feel un-
comfortable and make you appreciate the people around you and the routine of 
your life and therefore be more thankful for what you’ve got. 
 
Thirdly It’s good to come back refreshed.  Psychologists will tell you that we are

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at our most creative when we’re at rest.  When we’re busy we don’t have time 
to be creative or get a new vision for your life.  That’s why Christians are en-
couraged to go on retreat from time to time—to get your creativity going. 
 
And finally your values may not always be great.  Whenever I’ve travelled to 
poorer nations I’m always challenged by the English expectations of having 
more and more.  When you see the contentment of many of the people in the 
world who have nothing and compare their cultures with our stressed out, 
90mph lifestyles you have to wonder “where did we go wrong?” 
 
Jesus of course is recorded as having taken time away.  It wasn’t always pleas-
ant.  For example he headed out into the Judean Desert after his baptism only 
to find himself tempted by the devil, but he clearly recognised the importance of 
getting away. 
 
Over the years I’ve proved to myself the value of getting away.  I often come 
back from holiday having worked through a tricky problem in my head, knowing 
the right direction to take. 
 
Cost of course means you can’t do it that often, but I do think we should try and 
get away.   
 
Here’s a few hints about how to use a holiday well. 
 
1. Sleep well—Most people in this country are tired. 
2. Read something good—a book that makes you think. 
3. Eat well, don’t drink too much  
4. Put time aside to pray—go for a walk by yourself and pray, or find a quiet 

place to sit 
5. Immerse yourself in local culture—especially if you’re abroad, find out what 

makes the locals tick?  Don’t just hide in your hotel or around the pool. 
6. Go to Church—See how others do Church and bring back what’s good.  

Encourage the local faithful and pass on our greetings because we’re all 
one family. 

7. Make new friends, especially from another country.—We are all part of a 
fantastic world, how great to have links all over the world! 

8. Don’t fall out with the people you’re travelling with.—When you travel it of-
ten takes several days to recover.  Stopping suppresses the metabolism 
which can actually make you feel depressed and when you’re low you can 
easily fall out with people, don’t! 

 
Wherever you go, whatever you do, have a great holiday. 
 
Lord Jesus, grant to your faithful people new excitements, new life and new 
perspectives.  Keep us safe as we travel and bring us back to serve you here in 
the place you have called us.  Amen 
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What a great weekend.  There are some of you I know 
still feeling the aches and pains and catching up on lost 
sleep.  But you know, it’s great to feel tired when you 
know you’ve done well, and everyone did fantastically 
well.

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10 members of the choir set out for the festival and arrived in glorious sunshine.  
The conductor was Mervyn Cousins, Musical Director of the Llangollen Interna-
tional Eisteddfod. 
 
During the 2 hour rehearsal we san first a German Chorale by Handel, followed 
by a hymn which we had to sing in Welsh!  We had no idea what it was about, 
and even less idea of how to pronounce it!  Fortunately most of the other choris-
ters did!  The responses were by William Smith, a 17th Century composer and 
organist  of Durham Cathedral, but his responses are well known and still often 
used by Cathedrals.  The psalm was 121, set to music by Barry Rose, another 
Cathedral organist, and first used by St Paul’s Cathedral in 1977.  The Magnificat 
and Nunc Dimittis were by Grayston Ives and were quite simple, with a lot of uni-
son passages, easily useable by small parish church choirs. 
 
There less than three anthems—”O God the King of Glory”  by Purcell (quite diffi-
cult), with a prayer, “You fed the hungry” by Stuart Townend (used at Spring Har-
vest in 2003) and thirdly, “Eternal God, we give you thanks for music,” words and 
music by John Rutter.  The service ended with the hymn, “Now thank we all our 
God!” with a rousing descant to the last verse. 
 
As always it was a joy to take part in such an occasion, joining in with 120 choris-
ters, among whom was our friend Betty Aldred, who was there with her choir from 
Conway.  The robed procession, in many varied colours, stretched down to the 
end of the Church yard, and we were, of course, joined by the Cathedral Choir of 
16 boys and girls, and four men.  The RSCM (Royal School of Church Music) 
does a great deal to foster Anglican music in Parish Churches with these events.  
Long may it continue! 
 
The next choral festival will be in Chester on October 31st. 
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Not much to report.  The Standing Committee will be coming up with recommenda-
tions to the PCC about how to proceed with the re-ordering ideas.  We hope to take 
some outline ideas to the August PCC. 
 
The PCC did agree that a faculty should be sought for two handrails to be placed 
outside the Lady Chapel to help people up the steps.  This has gone to the Diocese. 
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May I draw your readers attention to the therapeutic effect of music?  Music making  
calms the soul and gives you  a huge spiritual lift and  a feeling of gladness.  
  
Many of your readers may  have been members of choirs at school, church choirs 
or choral societies and are looking for a choir to join.   Look no further – there is a 
welcome waiting for you to join Nantwich Choral Society!  We meet every Wednes-
day during term time at Malbank School, Nantwich  from 7.30 until 9.30.  New 
members are warmly welcomed and are offered a term free of subscription. 
 
We perform 5 concerts a year.  If you are at all interested in joining us at the start of 
the 2009/10 season (when we will be rehearsing  – Edward Elgar’s Dream of 
Gerontius) please contact me on 01270 522664.

A most fitting speech on the importance of events such as the fete in the village life 
was made by John Grayling, before he and his wife Elizabeth crowned our 
Queen.  Our best wishes go to Louise and her attendants, as well as the Fairy 
Queen and Rosebud Princess when they pay return visits to the local Rose fetes 
throughout the area during the summer.  A big well done must go to all the children 
who took part in the procession this year, as well as the tiny tots who will no doubt 
look forward to taking part for many years to come.
