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Sometimes | feel very privileged to be a priest. To have
the opportunity to visit an amazing country like Angola
and to be able to encourage a growing Church was just
S0 exciting.

Angola is one of the most deprived nations in the world
caused by 40 years of civil war. Itis also the fastest
growing economy in Africa and one of the fastest in the
world. Much of this has been financed by the Chinese
who gave a huge amount of credit to the country and in
turn they are now being paid to rebuild the infrastructure. And it is working.
Roads, hospitals, schools, commerce and industry are all being developed at a
phenomenal pace. Many people are getting rich very quickly and parts of South
Luanda look more like Beverley Hills. The local people often resent the Chinese
influence but there is no question that the Chinese are making things happen.

None of that should mask the massive challenges. Oil may have driven the re-
covery but many don’t have a job, there is no state benefit system, poverty is
widespread, corruption exists throughout the system and slums will be there for
decades to come. Average life expectancy is only 42!

Before 1975 when war began, Angola’s rich and fertile land was regarded as the
breadbasket of southern Africa. All sorts of crops were grown and exported.
Now the countryside is littered with old landmines, the farmers have moved from
the countryside into the city and hardly any agriculture is taking place. The
country depends for food on imports, which is ludicrous.

But there is hope. In conversation with the Bishop of Angola, it became very
clear that as the memory of war begins to fade away and a new generation
grows up who have only known peace, the place is beginning to buzz again.
People like Rogerio give you the sense that young people can see their dreams
becoming reality. Rogerio was a charming young man about 20. He worked so
hard at his studies. He spoke fluent English and dreamed of becoming a top
journalist. He wanted to make a difference to his country. He knew how impor-
tant it was that the country stabilised, and dealt with corruption and poverty. He
wanted to stand up for his faith and show people that Christ’'s way was the best
way. | pray that all his dreams become reality.

It is a young country and it was the young people who inspired me. Marcelina
who wants to be a Doctor to improve healthcare in her country. Manu who is
studying international relations and wants to work for the Government. David
who wants to be a police officer. Jeremias who has just started working in the oil
industry. They all had such big dreams, and all wanted to see the Church and
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Jesus at the heart of the nation.

You felt that excitement that anything was possible in so many people. Laugh-
ter was everywhere, joy was tangible.

You sensed it when they sang. The singing was stunning—I promise you that
some was technically better than most Cathedral choirs, and certainly had more
feeling (and this from slum dwellers in Africa!). The harmonies, the rhythms,
the dancing, the sheer fun at worshipping Christ. It made me a bit sad that we
don’t sing from our heart as they did, we don't allow ourselves to touch the joy
of worship as they do. But then | suppose we are English!

They have so many problems, no running water (we washed in buckets of cold
water), irregular electricity (but they never complained at power cuts), Malaria,
cholera, AIDS and so on are constant shadows following every step they take.
The streets are heaving with traffic, potholes don’t get repaired, pavements are
non existent, the air is polluted and petty crime is everywhere. But you can’t
get away from the hope.

The Church exemplifies that hope. They have seen remarkable growth in the
years since the end of war. Bishop Soares has been made the first Bishop in a
new Diocese and he is hard working and visionary. They believe that they have
a key role to play in the re-building of a nation on the highest principles of fair-
ness and justice and hope.

On Sunday | took part in a remarkable service in the Church of St Estevon.

The Church was packed, but no roof or floor. Maybe that's a good metaphor for
the Church, a gathered body together around the bread and wine, but open to
God whilst living with the problems of earth.

Rev John Mark who visited us last year, becomes the key
figure in the organisation from now on and others have been placed ready to take
on greater responsibility. None of us is irreplaceable, but in the case of Azariah, he
will leave a massive hole to fill.

Now God has called him home, | am quite certain that the Kingdom of Heaven has a
place of honour for a wonderful humble servant who gave his life in the service of
the poor. Be thankful for him and pray for India.
