We will see whether such a
dream is possible.

| sense a hardening of position around the Church. It often happens like this,
you start with a variety of widely held beliefs. As time goes by people in dis-
cussion refine their arguments and become ever more convinced that their un-
derstanding is the correct one. They talk about it with like minded people and
come to the belief that because everyone they talk to agrees with them that
this is a universally held belief and they are then dumbfounded to find some
people take a different, but equally strident view. | think this is what has hap-
pened over the issue of Women Bishops. People have gathered in their like
minded groups and agreed their position which they now hold so firmly that
they will not change.

| think Jesus often calls us to talk and listen with people whose views are dif-
ferent to our own so that we can be shaped and refined by them. | heard of a
pastor in America who was well known for his anti-gay sermons. Then his son
recently admitted publicly that he was gay. The sermons stopped abruptly and
the powerful message was replaced with a conciliatory message to love and
understand. It's hard to condemn your children.

Many parishes have of course benefitted hugely from women’s ministry and
previously hesitant parishioners have embraced the woman Vicar
(metaphorically) wholeheartedly. There is no reason to suppose that the same
would not be true of Women Bishop’s—if people will give it a try.
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This all boils down to the way you look at scripture. Some put a very high
value on the plain meaning of the text. Passages like 1 Timothy Chapter 2 and
1 Corinthians 11 are pretty hard to simply dismiss. But a great deal of hard
work has been put in by theologians to help people who love scripture to look at
those passages through the eyes of the writer, to determine exactly what they
meant, and how that applies to us today. It sometimes requires going beyond
the plain meaning of scripture to find truth.

There was once a king who lived in a large and glorious castle. The plague
struck and he invited all those who did not have the plague to live within the
Castle walls. It was quite safe, they had food and water, they could grow all
they needed and so they stayed there in isolation.

Years passed and no one came in. A few people were born and a few left but
essentially the group remained the same and they were able to prevent anyone
coming in—they were safe.

More years passed, by now a forest had grown up around the outside of the
Castle so that it was difficult to get close. One day a knight rode through the
forest and found himself at the ancient gates. When no one came to the door
he broke in to take a look. What he found was a perfectly preserved Castle, al-
most as good as new, neatly kept, except all who had tended the place were
dead, of old age.

Too often we build our castle walls of truth so high that we can'’t let anyone in
anymore. Whilst it might protect for a while, we are enriched by those who
think differently (as long as differences are dealt respectfully!). Dialogue is al-
ways better than dictatorship. That's why we’ve insisted that people can con-
tribute into the discussions about things like the re-ordering and we’ve deliber-
ately changed plans because of different opinions. Yet still we remain one
Church

This Lent open yourself up to God speaking in new ways, with new ideas and
new wisdom. Don’t get stuck. That was the problem with the Pharisees, they
started with one way of following God based on following a set a man made
rules, so that when Christ came along, they missed him and his faithfulness
and love.

That's what “The Shack” is all about. See an issue from a different perspective,
spend time with people who can help you understand don’t just assume that
your opinion is right. For society to be healthy (and that includes Church con-
gregations) we need to be challenged constantly by different views and express
our own, as long as we discuss and don’t resort to shutting ourselves in little
groups or abandoning those we love when the argument doesn’t go our way.

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Seven members of the choir set out for Wrexham for a choral day at Glendower
University of Wales on a sunny day with snow on the ground.

Our conductor and mentor was the eminent composer John Rutter, well known
for his modern anthems. As a warm up he guided us through his own arrange-
ment of “Amazing Grace” . Among the music provided was a book of wedding
anthems, and from this we sang the “Gloria” by Vivaldi, and a new version of
“Now thank we all our God.” So far so good, but then came a real testing piece,
“Beati quorum via”, by Stanford. Before tackling this John Rutter talked to us
about Stanford, and said that through him he himself was “just five handshakes
from Beethoven,” Rutter was a friend of Herbert Howells. Howells had been
taught by Stanford, who in turn had studied in Germany, and had met Brahms.
Brahms had been acquainted with Liszt, who as a child prodigy had played the
piano to Beethoven. This was just one of the anecdotes that we heard from Rut-
ter during the day. The Stanford anthem was a particular favourite of his, but it
proved rather taxing with parts for two sopranos, and 2 basses as well as altos
and tenors, and in addition had to be sung in Latin. After that we sang “Jesu Joy
of Man’s desiring” and a rousing version of the “Hallelujah” chorus before lunch.

During the lunch break it was a delight to meet up with Betty Aldred again, who
was there with members of her N Wales choir. After lunch we began the after-
noon session with “Lord of the dance”, in a version arranged by John Rutter. He
then took us through the beautiful “Requiem” by Faure, explaining how different it
IS to most other requiems—a quiet, contemplative and consoling work, written as
a memorial to the composer’s mother, and intended only for church performance,
instead of the concert work it has now become. John Rutter has just completed a
new edition of this work.

The afternoon’s singing ended with a series of John Rutter’s own anthems, many
of them familiar from such programmes as “Songs of Praise”, like “All things
bright and beautiful”, “For the beauty of the earth”, “I will sing with the Spirit”,
“Look at the world”, “A Clare Benediction” (written for his Cambridge College),
and finally, “The Lord bless and keep you”. Altogether it was a most enjoyable,
inspiring and memorable day.

Recently lan, Sylvia and Elaine got together to talk about our Pastoral Ministry
and in particular how we carry out our baptism and bereavement care.

The result is that two papers are going to be presented to the PCC on March 9th
highlighting some changes we want to make.

Firstly with our bereavement care, many people comment on the care and atten-
tion that all our ministers take in caring for the bereaved. We rarely have any-
thing go wrong with funerals and there is great attention to detail to ensure that
services are helpful to the families concerned. However after the funeral often
we are, through sheer amount of work, unable to follow people up as we would
wish. We invite all families to regular bereavement services where we can point
them forward to Christ and pray for them in their sadness, but we now want to
begin a bereavement support group. Not everyone will want this but some will
appreciate the chance to chat and listen to people going through exactly what
they are. The first meeting was tried recently and seemed to be well received.
More people are going to be involved in this work and we will be offering training
through the Acorn Healing Trust in the summer.

Secondly with our baptism care. Sylvia Bosomworth is heroic in the way she
visits lots of families but we’re conscious that we have lots of families that simply
use the baptism service as an excuse for a family party rather than really taking
the vows seriously. We don’t think this is helpful to them in their search for faith
and it makes the faith of the Church look rather insipid.

Therefore we will be recommending to the PCC that they adopt the following
proposals.

When a family request baptism they will be expected to attend Church regularly
for two months. During this time they will be visited twice by people who have
been trained appropriately. They will go through the meaning of baptism and a
short Gospel presentation. They will be then invited to attend a baptism prepa-
ration night with Liz or lan who will spend time establishing that they mean to
take the vows seriously. Only then will we talk dates.

We recognise that for some people in the town they are going to object to us
tightening our policy in this way, but we have prayed seriously about this and
consider that we are dishonouring God by allowing people to bring their children
to Church for baptism, then allowing them to make solemn promises about
bringing the children up in the Christian faith and yet having no intention of doing
so. If you are unhappy with this suggestion then please speak to lan before the
PCC on the 9th March
