Please note it costs more than £2000 per week to run St Michael’'s!!! Energy is a
huge part of that cost so please - Don't waste it.
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Firstly my apologies for the late running of the March
magazine. The truth is that the last four weeks have S
been ridiculous but amazing.

It all started on Monday 8th February when | got a call
from the Anglican Centre in Rome offering me a place
on their conference “Lead Kindly Light!” | had applied
in the autumn, been placed on the reserve list and then
heard nothing. “If you can get here on Sunday the ]
place is your they said!” What an opportunity, but what #
a headache. | hastily re-arranged a dozen meetings,

gave apologies to various people, booked a flight and went.

What an amazing experience! Our main speaker Mary Tanner is one of the
leading academics in the field of ecumenism, and what a lovely lady. She gently
took us through the discussions that have been taking place between Anglicans
and Roman Catholics and other churches to a lesser extent, and examined the
way all churches look at leadership and asking “is there common ground?” We
had other speakers, Fr Timothy Radcliffe (former head of the Dominican Order)
was brilliant, as was the British Ambassador to the Vatican. Other speakers
were also good. We had visits around Rome coming to terms with the way the
Church has been at the heart of the development of the city and seeing some of
the amazing archaeological and ecclesiastical treasures. We also went to see
other extraordinary places, notably the St Egidio Community in Trastevere in
which lay people are doing an extraordinary job feeding the poor and seeking
peace. The community hold prayer meetings every night all over the city. There
were over 200 at the prayer meeting we went to, and apparently it's like that
every night!! We also of course went to an audience with the Pope. For me that
was the most bizarre moment of the trip, and probably the spiritual low point. |
find the focus on this one poor man odd and disturbing. | have no doubt that
there is little he can do to stop the veneration, it just isn’t the way | want to see
leadership in the Church. The cult of celebrity has become a nonsense in our
society, it happens in our political parties where it becomes all about the party
leader and it's happening in the Catholic Church and I think it is wrong.

Anyway..... The best bits were the conversations with the 21 others on the
course. What a great bunch they were. They came from England, Wales, Italy,
Burundi, Nigeria, Australia, USA and Canada. 6 Bishops, 3 Deans, 2 Archdea-
cons and a few ordinary parish clergy like me. We laughed and we shared.
Hearing the pain of the Nigerian contingent in their struggles with Islam and the
Roman Catholic Church was particularly difficult, but you need to hear people’s
struggles. But a group of people with nothing in common found a oneness in
Christ, and | was sad to say farewell. However I'm left with invitations to speak
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in Melbourne, Columbus Ohio, Savannah Georgia and Quebec Canada. So if
the parish are happy to cover my travelling expenses I'll plan a little world tour!
(that’s a joke by the way!!).

So | returned to England absolutely shattered. They had worked us 13 hours a
day in Rome! Then we ate together late at night so | had been a week on
about 5-6 hours sleep a night on a pretty hard monastery bed.

The panto awaited me. It might seem odd but the experience for me was
weirdly similar to Rome. A group of people with little in common found a one-
ness in their efforts together for the gospel. We worked very hard, five perform-
ances in four days was tough. It may have been a bit ragged in places but it
was great and well done to everyone who took part and especially to Gill who
was the brains and energy behind the project. | think Norley, Crowton and
Kingsley are in for a good time as she joins them as Curate in July.

An amazing £1200 approximately was raised towards Number 28 which is a
brilliant effort and thanks to all who made it possible.

And having finished the panto we go into A Passion for Life. | hope that joining
with other churches in this venture we discover that same oneness in Christ.
There is much we disagree about when you look at the detail of our various
Church beliefs but we are all one in believing that Jesus is the only name by
which we are saved.

And | suppose that is my message to all this March. Jesus said “May they be
brought to complete unity to let the world know that you sent me.” (John 17:23)

That doesn’t mean uniformity, we don’t have to do things exactly the same way
and there will be practices and beliefs that we find hard in the way each follows
Christ. But we can still be united in him and we have to love one another unre-
servedly, even when we find things difficult. Working with other Anglican tradi-
tions, and various free Churches this week who all do things differently we are
proclaiming something very special about Jesus.

It means forgiving people when what they do something that we don’t under-
stand or find strange. It means bearing with people who hold a different world
view or approach to life. It means acknowledging difference but not letting dif-
ference become a barrier to our oneness in Christ,

The conversation with the Roman Catholic Church has been going on for cen-
turies and there is much in that conversation that we agree upon and a few
things we don’t. But in those differences there is a love and appreciation of
each other that is a model for normal Church life. We are one in Christ Jesus
that's great even if we are all wonderfully different.
