Or you can turn up
at any time during the marathon. Most importantly he is looking for sponsorship.

His trip to Angola is a teaching trip. Since the end of the Civil War four years ago
the country has become the fastest growing economy in Africa. The Church is at
the forefront of many of the great things happening on the ground but the Pastors
in the Church of Angola have received precious little training and little in the way
of resources. lan and the team of which he is part, being led by Bishop John
Hayden will be teaching hundreds of Pastors to present a course called “Rooted
in Jesus”. He needs to raise money to help pay for the trip, his travel, the materi-
als that the team want to give away to hard pressed Pastors, and to make a con-
tribution to the travel and accommodation expenses of the Pastors who are com-
ing to the training.

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A&A Construction started work on Number 28 on 30" September, and is making
very good progress: there is every reason to suppose that their work will be
complete by Christmas as we had hoped. I'm writing this a month after com-
mencement, and progress is as follows:
- All the redundant facilities have been stripped out
The new floors in the office and first floor kitchen have been constructed
The new partitions have been constructed ready for the plasterboard
All the new doorways are complete
The studwork for the wall linings is almost complete
The *first fix’ of electrical and plumbing work is almost complete
Rentokil have finally resolved the damp problem on the Queen Street wall
The new lighting has been ordered
The plasterers have now started work

There have been a number of rapid decisions to make when the structure of the
building proved not to be quite what was expected before the strip out, but these
have not had any serious consequence.

After the A&A Contract is complete we will make a start to the work requiring vol-
unteers. This is:
- Insulating the loft
Fitting out the kitchen and coffee making areas
Erecting shelving
Installing phones and IT equipment
Installing toilets
Modifying steelwork
Restoring the woodblock floor
Decoratlon of the entire inside and part of the outside
Of these, the one requiring the most people will be the decorating: Number 28 is

the size of a large detached house, and no surface
will have seen paint before — so roll up your sleeves!
