Just pray that the
project would be as great as we know it can be.

There is still so much to do. When the builders hand the place over we will still
need to paint and tile and carpet and shift more furniture. Please get ready to
roll your sleeves up again. Then the place gets up and running and we will need
an army of volunteers to be there and make the place buzz.

But be encouraged, the Lord is good!

I’'m aware that many of you might find that hard to say in the place you find your-
self today, but one of the marks of true faith is that you can still say, “The Lord is
good” when everything in life says that can’t be true.

| spent a bit of time looking at Psalm 42 recently. It starts well enough, the first
two verses you will know well from the song “As the deer pants for the water, so
my soul longs after you.” I've always thought that chorus was essentially up-
beat, a real song of praise. Actually the point is that the writer of the psalm has
found his faith has dried up, he can’t find God like a deer can’t find water in a
drought. The psalmist doesn’t know where to turn to meet with God he’s so con-
fused, “where can | go and meet with God?” People are taunting him, “men say
to me all day long, “Where is your God?"™ He’s crying, he’s remembering the
good old days when he enjoyed worship with lots of people and he is depressed.
“My soul is downcast within me.”

Then the anger kicks in, “I say to God.... “Why have you forgotten me? Why
must | go about mourning, oppressed by the enemy?” and the taunts begin
again “Where is your God?”

Perhaps you know how he feels? The extraordinary and humbling thing about
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this particular psalm is that twice he comes back with a response of faith. “Put
your hope in God, for | will yet praise him, my Saviour and my God.”

There is nothing more praiseworthy than the person who has been to the pit of
despair and yet they can still say, “God is still good.” Like Martha overcome
with the loss of her brother Lazarus, who can still say, “Yes Lord, | believe you
are the Christ.” or Paul and Silas locked in jail singing hymns of praise, or
Shadrach Meshach and Abednego declaring that even if God allows them to
die in the fiery furnace, he is still a good God. And you can go on and on.

| applaud anyone who has been down at the bottom and come back to faith.

I've been asked a few times recently by people at the bottom of their personal
pit, “Why did God let this happen to me?” and | wish | could give you a good
answer to that question. The truth is | don’t know. But | do know that such ex-
periences have been the norm of human life throughout all generations, God
asks that we try and rise above the sadnesses and say “Yet will | praise him.”

The War Graves commission recently visited me in Byley to look at how to im-
prove the condition of the graves of the serviceman who died in and around
Cranage airfield during the war. As we wandered around you couldn’t help no-
ticing the ages of those who had died, 18, 19, 20. They were not men but boys.
| came back and listening to the radio, heard of the death of another 19 year old
soldier in Afghanistan, and my heart cried out to God, why? How much deeper
must the pain be for the families?

Yet will | praise him!

It isn’t just that our God is about resurrection. Martha'’s tears turned to joy when
Lazarus returned to life. Paul and Silas were broken out of jail by a divine inter-
vention, Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego of course walked through fire and
were able to effectively lead Nebuchadnezzar to faith. Divine resurrection is
part of the story but there is a human part as well. The conscious effort of de-
claring “God is good, yet will | praise him!" is like consciously refusing to be
dragged down to the pit.

| suppose it's a form of Godly positive thinking but it is sometimes an effort of
human will to say, “I know things aren’t good, but | still think God is good.” And
| think God works with that. Faith has never been about waiting for faith some-
how to grow in us, we have to play our part.

God works with us in shaping us, as we make faltering efforts to go his way, his
arms reach out to help. As we put faith to work he gives us gifts and skills. In
truth the people who often lose faith are the ones who when the hard times
come, give up. When if they had only fought on they would have found he’s al-
ways there and always good. 5
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We are now in full swing with the training for the
“A Passion for Life” mission.

Just come along Thurs-
day evenings, | know you'll enjoy it and find it
challenging.

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Since | last wrote in the June edition of the Messenger we have made a lot of
progress. Building Regulation approval was obtained on 19" June, and also in
June the PCC approved the strategy for executing the work, which involved
separating the tasks we would carry out ourselves into a separate phase, and
obtaining a price for the internal work for comparison with our own estimate.
This allowed the specification to be completed, and it and the relevant drawings
were passed to the Middlewich firm A&A Construction on 20" July. The price
was obtained, some reductions were negotiated and at a meeting on 7" Sep-
tember the PCC agreed to let the contract. The work should commence during
the week commencing 28" September, and is expected to be complete by
Christmas.

The A&A contract contains the following work: strip out of all redundant stairs,
facilities and combustible wall and ceiling materials; installation of wall insula-
tion, boarding and plastering; new or refurbished ceilings; new fire resistant
glazed partitions and doorways; new landings and stairs; repairs to and re hang-
ing of external doors; electronic security locks; repairs to woodblock floor and
damp proof membrane; new commercial quality flooring to disabled toilet,
kitchen and passage way; repair and alteration of windows; installation of venti-
lation fans; new banister rails; existing banisters brought up to modern stan-
dards; complete rewiring including network cabling for computer systems; new
high efficiency lighting and emergency lighting; intruder alarm; fire alarm; gas
fired central heating arranged in three zones; disabled access ramp and exter-
nal ground levelling.

After the A&A contract is complete a number of small contracts and a significant
amount of voluntary work will be required.
The small contracts are for:

Security shutters

Curtains, blinds and floor covering
Stair lift

Signage

The voluntary work required will be:
Insulating the loft
Fitting out the kitchen and coffee making areas
Erecting shelving
Installing phones and IT equipment |
Installing toilets '
Modifying steelwork

Restoring the woodblock floor
Decoration of the entire inside and part of the outside
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Of these, the one requiring the most people will be the decorating: Number 28
Is the size of a large detached house, and no surface will have seen paint be-
fore — so roll up your sleeves!

We have already benefitted from voluntary help from within the Church family,
and also from those who are not part of our regular congregation. Particular
thanks in this respect are due to Darren Loney (Residential Design), John Gar-
ner (retired fire officer) and Paul Rainford-Miller (Sellafield Ltd). | would also
like to thank all those who have given of their time in many different ways over
the last 12 months, from professional help in planning, designing and managing
the work to the more mundane but equally valuable task of taking rubbish to the
tip, and everything in between. Most recently Alastair Griffiths and Ann Carroll
have produced a design and costing for the kitchen, which has been very use-
ful.

Please continue to join with us in prayer as we make decisions and as the work
continues. God is with us in this venture, and we all look forward to using the
building to improve our facilities and expand our ministry in the town.

The PCC Unanimously approved the Growth Action Plan. Amongst other things this
means that we are going to try and get the Church open everyday in the New Year.

The PCC also unanimously approved an experiment with removing some of the fur-
niture in the Chancel to make more space. We intend to ask permission to tempo-
rarily remove the front two pews on either side of the chancel and the Vicar and Cu-
rate’s stalls.
