Come chat and if you need prayer just ask.
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One of the questions asked most is— “What will we be doing in Number 28?”
The answer to that is really whatever God tells us to do and whatever you want to
develop. That will emerge as we really get the place working after Christmas.
What we do know is that we want it to be a place of transformation. A place in
the centre of Middlewich that brings life and hope and joy to those who need it.
The detail is down to you. What can you see the place being used for? Where
are the needs?

By next summer we will have learned a great deal, probably made some mis-
takes and be ready to try new things. With that in mind we have decided to hold
a parish weekend away, at home, to look at the issues of running a community
project like Number 28 and to see what God says about loving your neighbour.

Let me explain.... Jon Kurht is head of Community Mission at Livability a charity
that helps Christians work better in the field of social justice. Jon used to work at
Centrepoint in London but now spends his time travelling the country helping
Churches like ours reach out in love to the community they serve. He is a great
guy (I've known him since he was 14!) Jon and his family will be with us for the
weekend July 10th/11th 2010

We will be going away to Egerton Primary School at Knutsford both Saturday and
Sunday. We'll listen to Jon, have fun, play games, worship together and gener-
ally have, what | know, will be an inspiring time.

We will eat together (even breakfast) but sleep at home and travel across to
Knutsford each day. There will be fantastic kids work, great food, but at a fraction
of the cost of going away for the weekend.

Put it in the diary now. Don’t miss it. Don’t book your holiday by mistake. Plan
to be there. You will have a terrific time

Bookings will open in September. Watch for announcements in Church
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“Come as you are!” said the invitation. The card was
from the poshest people in the village so | chuckled to
myself—the very idea of turning up there in my jeans.
When the party arrived | had carefully thought through
my gear. | would wear sort of smart casual. | was
pleased to note as | walked towards the house that oth-
ers had taken a similar approach, | wasn't going to
stand out. Then we were welcomed by our host Julian.
He was wearing his gardening shorts and clearly didn’t
care. His shirt was filthy and his shoes tatty.

For a moment | was taken aback. He had clearly taken his own advice very seri-
ously and made no effort whatsoever. But his welcome was warm and as the
evening rolled on, nobody gave appearance another thought.

“Come as you are”, is the strapline with this year’s Back to Church Sunday initia-
tive, and like Julian we are serious when we say, make no effort at all, just come
along and give St Michael’s a try, we don’t care what you look like, we just want
to know what you look like!

There is still a hangover from the days where you wore your Sunday best to
Church, where appearance was more important than content, but | hope we're
past all that. The fact is everyone is welcome, whatever you decide to wear!

But the phrase “Come as you are” goes deeper than mere clothing.

What we don’t want is for anyone to put on heirs and graces. We come as we
are, warts and all, failings and mistakes because when we are who we are then
God can get to work.

The masks that people wear hide us away not only from each other but from
God as well. If you're hurting, you don’t have to pretend, come as you are. If
you're angry don’t try and pretend everything's OK. If you're suspicious of God
then tell him. If you're agnostic or even sceptical, don't pretend, just come with
an open mind.

For those who have discovered the great joy of knowing God occasions like this
remind us of the importance of outreach.

This autumn and into the Spring we’ll be gradually emphasising the importance
of outreach. Back to Church Sunday, the dedication of Number 28 (both on 27th
September), Harvest Festival, The African Children’s Choir Concert, The various
Christmas concerts and services and on towards the “A Passion for Life” meet-
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ings are resources to focus on reaching out to our community.

We’'ll be doing training (see page 6) and our sermons will be there to remind us
all that Jesus put a very high priority on the sharing of the Good News.

Evangelism is a scary word. Nobody finds it easy to say, “Let me tell you about
Jesus!” but now more than ever it is essential for us all to realise our country
needs Christ and the only way they will hear about him is through us.

Next year I've been invited to join a team travelling to Angola. Traditionally
we’ve seen Africa as the mission field, but actually there are now far more Afri-
can missionaries in this country than English Missionaries in Africa. I’'m going
out with the hope that more can be well trained to come over and do what we
have manifestly failed to do—reach our neighbours for Christ.

But their presence in this country is in a way an admission of failure on the part
of the English Church. We hide behind our English reserve, we are so polite
about not offending, but in doing so have missed the point that people now
have no idea who Jesus is, because we have failed to tell them.

There is a cultural void caused by liberal suspicion of the Church and popular
complacency about God. God is left out of politics and popular culture and ig-
norance is the result. And there is huge ignorance amongst the general popu-
lation of this country which sickens me. Lets face it, refer to Jordan and most
people think of Katie Price rather than the River in which Jesus was baptised.

But that is our mission field and so we have to start where the general popula-
tion is. So “Come as you are” with all your fears and woes, with all your misap-
prehensions and misgivings, with all your preconceptions and assumptions and
we’ll start there.

Make no mistake, explaining to people that they need Jesus has rarely been
harder than it is today. But Jesus never said it was easy. We may not be killed
for sharing our faith as our brothers and sisters in Pakistan were recently, but
England is in many ways as closed to the gospel as is Pakistan. The default
position we work against is one of sceptical disbelief and suspicion of all relig-
ions.

If you want to see the Church in this country thrive and grow again, then I'm
afraid now is the time to put your faith to the test. To remind yourself of the gos-
pel facts and to tell your family, your friends, your neighbours. If you don't—
who will? St Peter said “Always be prepared to give an answer for the hope
that is in you.” Now is that time. So invite people back to Church, come to the
evangelism training. Lets see our Church and all the other Churches grow
again.
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Get involved in a great mission oppor-
tunity!! That’s the challenge to all of us.

“A passion for life” starts in earnest this
month with the launch of the mission
training programme.

This is something everybody should
do. Don't just leave it for the usual
suspects!!

The training programme is there for several reasons

1) To remind us all of the importance of evangelism

2) To equip us with the skills needed to share our faith in a sensitive and yet com-
mitted way

3) To enable us to answer the questions that people ask properly

4) To spur us on to pray for the mission

The training programme will be launched at a joint event on September 16th at St
John’s Hartford where there will be a chance to meet Roger Carswell who will be
the lead evangelist. Roger is a whimsical sort of chap with a passion to see those
who don’'t know Jesus meet him. The evening starts at 7.30pm. Try and be there if
you possibly can.

Then we will run our own training every Thursday in the Church from then on. We
are encouraging (though not insisting) the cell groups to come along to that eve-
ning. | will lead away with a short talk and then we’ll split into groups for discus-
sion. It won't be threatening, but informative. | hope it will really build your own
faith and make you ready to play a full part in the mission.

There are 16 evenings of training. | do recognise that not everyone will be able to
make every evening. Each evening stands alone so that won’t matter too much,
but there will also be DVD’s available for you to catch up on evenings that you've
missed. But try and be there if you can.

| will do my absolute best to make them the most encouraging and challenging
evenings you've had in a long time.
